•	 Emergency calling and alerts: Prioritize emergency calling and alert traffic over all other traffic.

•	 User check: View the status of a user’s device location, battery level, signal strength, etc.

•	 User disable/enable: Remotely disable/enable a specific device’s ability to access AT&T Enhanced 
Push-to-Talk.

Corporate Admin Tool (CAT) enhancements:
•	 External contact import: Import up to 1000 contacts using xls or csv file formats.

•	 Publish location: Turn on/off location sharing per user. The default setting is ‘on’ to allow 
supervisors or dispatchers to see user locations.

•	 User set increase: User set size is increased from 200 to 250. User sets are a logical set of users who 
are assigned as a contact with others. User sets are a fast way to program multiple devices easily.

•	 Quick group calling: Location supervisors can create a quick group based on visible users on  
the map.

•	 Custom scan list: Administrators can create custom scan lists and set a priority per user on the  
LMR UI.

•	 Highly secure messaging and location capabilities: Share location, text, images and more in the LMR UI.

•	 Tone control: Ability to turn on/off individual or all tones used by the app.

•	 Quick text: Quickly respond to a message thread using up to 20 saved text messages.
